Use the Personal Energy Profile tool for
a comprehensive look at your home
energy use. Choose either the detailed
Full Audit or the abbreviated EZ Audit
to generate an online report showing
one year of energy use, your monthly
costs, and a breakout of your annual
energy cost for each home energy
system and appliance. You’ll also get
specific advice on how to use energy
more wisely and savings estimates for
each recommended measure.

You can print your report and even
save it to your computer. This profile
report is personalized for you and is
based on a questionnaire you com-
plete online about your home, its
energy systems and how you use
them. It will analyze home systems
using electricity, natural gas, propane
and fuel oil. The software is easy to
use and includes drop-down answer
boxes and help screens.

Energy Calculator
Use the Energy Calculator to quickly
estimate the annual energy use and
costs for individual electric or natural
gas home systems and appliances. Just
answer one to four quick questions and
receive your answer.

Energy Comparison Tool
Use the Energy Comparison Tool when
you are considering replacing your
home heating or cooling system or
water heater. This software allows you

to quickly compare your exist-
ing home heating, cooling (or
combined heating and cool-
ing) system or water heater
with a range of new systems.
You can also choose to com-
pare different new systems
with each other.

This tool features a complete
range of energy sources,
equipment types and efficien-
cies. When you enter the
installed price from your con-
tractor bids, the software can
even estimate the time (pay-
back period) it will take for

you to recover the cost of more effi-
cient systems through energy savings.

Give your kids an
electric safety lesson
Before your children head out to play
this summer, please remind them to
keep away from
power lines and all
utility equipment.

Walk them through
your neighborhood
and point out electric
lines and equipment
they should avoid.
Teach them what a
“high voltage” sign
looks like, and tell them to stay away.
Tell them not to climb utility poles or
trees that are growing into or near
power lines.

Remember to get everyone away from

water and go indoors at the first sign of
lightning. If caught outdoors, get as

close to the ground as pos-
sible and stay away from
tall objects such as trees
that are natural lightning
targets.

Make sure kids don’t fly
kites in wet or stormy
weather, and that kites are
held with dry string –
never wire. Kites need to

be flown in open areas, well away from
power lines. If a kite or other object
gets caught in a power line, children
should never try to retrieve it. That
goes for adults, too. Call us for help at
